Dear Mr. President!
Dear delegates of the Congress!

I got acquainted with the agenda of the next Congress with great interest regarding the
issues of attracting juniors to chess composition. Having many years of experience in
popularizing the composition in the Volgograd region and Russia, I ask You to consider my
proposals as part of the discussion of the issues included in the agenda.

I inform You the following beforehand. It should be borne in mind that today chess
according to the rules of the FIDE game is studied all over the world. Therefore, as our
experience shows, juniors are interested in participating in composition competitions, where
these rules are not violated. We are talking about orthodox problems and, above all, studies,
which is closest to game chess.

But, as soon as helpmates and selfmates are included in the tournament regulations,
juniors, as it was in Russian competitions, simply run away from tournaments. And even if You
manage to get them to participate before the final, the question: "Will you continue to do the
composition, there is an unequivocal answer: no. A similar position is held by their coaches, who
believe that helpmates and selfmates, due to violations of the rules of FIDE chess, cause
irreparable harm to juniors. Motivation: playing giveaway or checkmating yourself is not chess,
something else! The result is sad in Russia — it is not possible to en masse juniors, and the
appearance of new names is sporadic.

With that said, when considering issues related to juniors, decide what goal You set for
yourself. If the goal is to continue turning the chess composition, as it is today in Russia, into a
provincial sports discipline, then leave helpmates and selfmates in the rules of tournaments,
according to the principle "I'll freeze my ears to spite grandma". If You really want to make the
composition popular and accessible to hundreds of juniors all over the world, you need to
exclude helpmates and selfmates from the regulations of all junior tournaments. Juniors will
become adults, and if the composition has hooked them, they will further determine whether they
need heterodox and fairy tales or not.

Now my suggestions.

1) Annex 1.9.6. Youth Chess Composing Challenge new section — Synthetics

I propose to supplement the rules of the tournament with two more tasks, as it was in the
first tournament "Wise King" of the Miniature Chess Composition Federation:

Tasks are formulated as follows: No. 1. Add one figure to the diagram to get the
checkmate problem in 2 moves and No. 2. Find the twin in the mat problem in 2 moves, by
rearranging the piece.

2) Annex 1.9.81. 1st Youth Chess Solving Challenge 2024

Taking into account what I said above, I propose to exclude helpmates and selfmates
from the regulations in the tournaments of 2024.

I would also like to inform You that currently the Miniature Chess Composition
Federations and the Volgograd Chess Composition Commission have held 21 "Wise King"
Internet tournaments for juniors to solve miniature chess compositions without heterodox.

According to the results of the
tournaments, juniors are awarded diplomas, they are issued a certificate of compliance with
sports standards.




3) Annex 1.9.12. World Youth Solving Chess Championship (WYCSC) under the
aegis of FIDE.

I fully support the proposal of WFCC Vice President Dinu-loan Nicula. Such an
important competition under the auspices of FIDE, in order not to "scare away" juniors, should
be held without unorthodox. Moreover, it must be done within three years. And then, depending
on the success of the tournaments within the FIDE, only in a separate tournament, offer
heterodox.

I would like to inform You that this year, on January 29, we held a tournament on solving
chess compositions dedicated to the 80th anniversary of the Victory in the Battle of Stalingrad.
The tournament was held in accordance with the Rules of FIDE Chess, i.e. without helpmates
and selfmates. 168 young solvers from 11 regions of Russia came to the start.

4) Annex 1.5. WFCC activities December 2022 — September 2023

The WFCC President's concern about financial problems is understandable. With this in
mind, I ask You to consider a proposal on the possible attraction of money to the WFCC budget.
In my opinion, this can be done by changing the printed format of the "FIDE Album".

To assess the situation, consider "AF, 2010-2012". In total, etudes occupy ~ 9.5%, while
heterodox and fairy tales occupy more than 60%.

I propose to print orthodox problems and studies separately under the former name
"FIDE Album", because they do not violate the rules of FIDE chess. At the same time,
significantly increase the share of studies that are particularly popular among game chess
players. This will reduce the costs of publishing "AF", increase circulation by distributing among
game chess players and make a profit,

The remaining sections should be published in electronic format as the "WFCC Album"
and distributed free of charge. This will expand the popularization of these sections.

I inform You that the second album of miniatures has been published under the auspices
of the Miniature Chess Composition Federation, in Russian and English. "Album 2019-2021"
was published in Volgograd in 2022 at a high polygraphic level (hard dust jacket with protective
film, excellent binding, coated paper, offset printing). The Album of the best chess compositions
of miniatures of authors for 2019-2021 received 1021 compositions from 98 authors from 21
countries. The album includes 433 compositions from 88 authors from 18 countries. The winners
of the Miniature Chess Composition Federation competitions are awarded diplomas, medals and
are given a master or grandmaster badge, as well as a certificate of compliance with sports
standards.
